Psalms  86:8  (NKJV)  Among  the  gods 
there is none like You, O Lord; Nor are there 
any works like Your works.

Exodus 15:11 (NKJV)  "Who is like You, O 
LORD,  among  the  gods? Who  is  like  You, 
glorious  in  holiness,  Fearful  in  praises,  doing 
wonders?

Introduction
Around  the  world  men  have  devised  an 

almost infinite number of gods.  Some of these 
gods  are  hideous  in  their  requirements  for 
worship.  But the Psalmist looks at Jehovah and 
exclaims in wonder,  "Among the gods there is 
none like you, O Lord."

Him as God, nor were thankful, but became 
futile  in  their  thoughts,  and  their  foolish 
hearts were darkened. 22 Professing to be 
wise,  they  became fools,  23  and changed 
the  glory  of  the  incorruptible  God  into  an 
image made like corruptible man; and birds 
and four-footed animals and creeping things.
